Minors who participate in a Covered Program at the University of Tennessee at
Martin shall not, during the Covered Program:

Possess or use alcohol or other drugs, fireworks, firearms, or other

weapons;

Operate a motor vehicle;

Engage in:

a. Violence;

b. Theft;

C. Hazing;

d. Harassment in violation of the University’s anti-discrimination
policy;

e. Bullying, including verbal, physical, and cyber bullying;

f. The inappropriate use of cameras or other imaging devices,

including but not limited to the use of such devices in showers,
restrooms, or other areas in which someone has a reasonable
expectation of privacy.
Use tobacco products;
Be present at any time on the floor of a residence hall where members of the
opposite sex are residing during the Covered Program;
View pornography during the Covered Program, or make any form of
pornography available to a minor participating in the Covered Program or
assist a minor in any way in gaining access to any form of pornography.
Misuse or damage the property of the University or others;
[Program Director: insert curfew rule that is age-appropriate for the
minors participating in the Covered Program, but in no case shall the
curfew be later than midnight];
Leave University property unless approved by the Program Director or
leaving University property is part of an approved activity of the Covered
Program.
Violate other University policies or procedures, or local, state, or federal
law.
